Lucanian Stater 07GS0732 – Lesson Plan
Objective: Students will explore the historical and cultural significance of the Lucanian stater (07GS0732), focusing on its role in ancient Lucania and its broader implications for understanding ancient economic systems and cultural exchanges.
Materials Needed:
· High-resolution images of the Lucanian stater
· Worksheets with analysis questions
· Access to historical texts or digital resources about ancient Lucania
· Projector or interactive whiteboard
Activities:
1. Introduction (10 minutes):
· Begin with a brief discussion about the role of coinage in ancient societies.
· Introduce the Lucanian stater, providing basic details about its origin and period (550-510 BCE).
2. Primary Source Analysis (20 minutes):
· Distribute images of the Lucanian stater to the students.
· In pairs, students use the worksheet to analyse the coin:
· Obverse: Bull standing to the left, looking over its shoulder.
· Reverse: Incuse form of the bull, central pellet, and possible inscriptions "MY MY."
3. Historical Context (15 minutes):
· Provide a lecture or video on ancient Lucania and the broader context of southern Italy during the 6th century BCE.
· Highlight the influence of Greek colonization and cultural interactions between indigenous Italic peoples and Greek settlers.
4. Group Discussion (15 minutes):
· Facilitate a discussion on how the coin reflects the economic and political landscape of Lucania.
· Explore the idea of coinage as a tool for political authorities to control and influence economic activity.
5. Interactive Activity (15 minutes):
· Students create a timeline placing the Lucanian stater in the context of other significant historical events and developments in the Mediterranean region during the 6th century BCE.
· Discuss the emergence of Sparta and Athens as powerful city-states and the rise of the Persian Empire.
6. Conclusion and Reflection (10 minutes):
· Summarize key points discussed during the lesson.
· Ask students to reflect on how the Lucanian stater provides insights into the economic and cultural history of ancient Lucania.
· Assign a brief reflection essay on what the coin reveals about Lucanian society.
